Depending on the season you may also
see migrating Humpback Whales, Pilot Whales, Blue Whales and Southern Right Whales. Kaikoura often hosts the worlds
largest dolphin the Orca and is home to the worlds smallest and rarest marine dolphin the Hectors. Kaikoura also attracts the
largest concentration and variety of seabirds on mainland New Zealand including 13 species of Albatross, 14 varieties of Petrels
and 7 types of Shearwater.
